
An example of Gale & Snowden Architects working closely with the local community and funding bodies 

to design an energy efficient, multi -functional community hall along with related leisure facilities. . 
 

The building has been designed to be as flexible as possible in use, the main hall can be converted easily into a 
theatre, cinema and sports hall.  A bowls alley, snooker room, cr¯che , gym/fitness, changing and storage facili-
ties, and meeting room are included.  The hall is used by all age groups, from toddlers to the over 60s.  The de-
sign also allows for easy future extension, should this be required.  Rainwater is collected from the roof and is 
used in all WCs.  
 

Outside, the building has been clad is untreated green oak which requires a minimum amount of maintenance, 
in addition, using soil from digging the foundations of the building, an earth amphitheatre for day/evening per-
formances has been included, this also shelters the building from north winds.
